Inauguration of Eco-friendly, Safe & Comfortable Holiday Home for
Menstruating women at Gadchiroli

6th May 2020

FIL/MMF in collaboration with Yuva Parivartan have been working in tribal villages of
Palghar district, Maharashtra since the last 4 years to create better sanitation facilities.

Going one step ahead in this collaboration, FIL/MMF envisaged a new concept of creating
Huts for menstruating women termed as 'Eco friendly Hone for Menstruating Women' in the
villages of Gadchiroli.

The purpose of this home is to empower women by making them feel happy, healthy and
step them up to be self-reliant with skill development activities. The inner room
accommodates 8 beds (4 made with reused plastic bottle bricks, 4 villages .movable cots),
a water filter and a wash basin. It has two netted windows, five ventilations, two solar
operated fans and lights. The loft houses the water storage tank powered by solar energy for
lifting water, and solar batteries.

Lahu Tofa, the oldest man in the village cut the
ribbon in the presence of village women, current
Sarpanch Amol Gedam, previous Sarpanch
Reshma Tofa, District Assistant Health Officer
Vikas Kumbhare, Health Officer Dr.Ananta
Kannake, Health worker Jaya Magaswar and
KSWA (Yuva Parivartan) Team. 4 Women have
moved into the facility on completion of
inauguration.
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Bhoomi Poojan of Water conservation project at Khed-Shivapur
7th May 2020

FIL/MMF supported Khed-Shivapur Village, Pune with water conservation project. The
villagers inaugurated this project work, following all the social distancing and hygiene norms.

This project included -

-+ Repairing of Doors of existing defunct KTW and plugging its leakages

+ Construction of New Community Open Well near old Shivkalin Bandhara,

- Laying of pipeline from New Community Open Well at old Shivkalin Bandhara to
Khed- Shivapur Village water tank

This project will help in augmenting water supply to
the open community well built for Kusgaon village
adjacent to open community water supply well for
Shivapur on the bank of Shivganga river.

Total 9500 people will be benefitting through this
initiative

11th May 2020

FIL/MMF undertook the project of water
conservation through community participation. In
the current COVID 19 pandemic situation, we
need to plan for saving the water and work on

proper management to save each and every drop

of the water, this monsoon.
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Skill development at Eco-friendly Holiday Homes in Gadhchiroli

12th May 2020

FIL/MMF has initiated skilling at the facility as well as at the community hall to train women in
basic tailoring. The purpose of this home is to empower women by making them feel happy,
healthy and step them up to be self-reliant with skill development activities.

KSWA (Kherwadi Social Welfare Association) has made available 8 sewing machines. A trained
instructor from the village has been identified to lead this initiative. The ladies were taught to
stitch their own sanitary towels and also make them ready for distribution / selling at
affordable prices to the nearby villages, thereby making them self reliant and earn their
livelihood.

The first sewing class was inaugurated at Tukum village on May 12, 2020. A village woman
trained in an Industrial Training Institute (IT) named Jayshree Chetan Mehar has been
appointed as the sewing instructor. 25 women
have signed up for the first batch. The initial one |
month basic course will cover saree blouse,
saree petticoat, baby clothes, face masks and
reusable sanitary napkins. Each woman has
contributed Rs 600.00 towards the honorarium
of the instructor, raw material, servicing of
machines and so on.
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FICCI SEDF (Social Economic development Foundation) came

forward to support the society during Covid 19 with the help of MMF
19th May 2020

71 ladies inflicted with HIV and their families were supported by FICCls Social Economic
development Foundation by providing grocery essentials worth Rs. 1400/- each. This will
suffice the family for 21 days. These ladies have been identified through Saheli Sangh an NGO
working for sex workers in Pune.

Masala- 200 gm Sugar- 2 kg

Tea Powder -200 gm Aatta- 5 kg
Bathing Soap- 2 Salt- 1 kg

Established in 1998 as a Charitable Trust, MUKUL MADHAY FOUNDATION also the CSR partner of
FINOLEX INDUSTRIES has stayed true to its mission that states, "Enabling the deprived to improve
their quality of life by providing good education and accessible health care facilities.” Along with
healthcare and education, they have partnered with FINOLEX INDUSTRIES to undertake and

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complete several philanthropic projects under Water Conservation and Sanitation. They have proved

that many small hands when come together, do create a spark in the universe.

When COVID 19 suddenly hit a pause button on the entire world, it challenged wits of every
empathetic individual and organisation on how best to help recover from this pause. While many
MNGOs came forward with relief work plans, Mukul Madhav Foundation, came up with an array of
solutions to the visible problems that surfaced with the Lockdown. They started off by supporting the
frontline warriors by providing 76 MEDICAL EQUIPMENTS including VENTILATORS to over 15
HOSPITALS, and other MEDICAL MATERIALS LIKE FACE MASKS, PPE KITS, HAZMAT SUITES,
HAND GLOVES AND FACE SHIELDS ADDING UP TO 37,056 in numbers. These went to the other
frontline warriors like government volunteers and POLICE STATIONS in Pune. They have also
provided over 1,100 essentials such as BEDSHEETS and BODY WRAP PLASTIC to hospitals along
with 361 SANITIZER UNITS and LIQUID SOAPS. In addition, they have distributed 455 KINDNESS
KITS to the HEALTHCARE WORKERS who are away from their families and working tirelessly with
COVID 19 patients. Over 2,000 tablets of Vitamin D etc. were also provided to healthcare workers.

In order to support migrant workers, MUKUL MADHAV FOUNDATION and team have provided
30,430 DRY RATION KITS to DAILY WAGE EARNERS and FOOTWEAR to 2,000 WORKERS who
were found walking towards their villages barefoot. Realising that the abandoned migrant workers and
their families were walking back without having any basics with them, the team supported them by
providing 8,000 WATER BOTTLES, 5,000 FACE MASKS, 5,060 BEDSHEETS, AND 20,100
COOKED MEALS. Over 2,000 SANITARY NAPKINS were also provided to the underprivileged
women in West Bengal. During the HOLY MONTH OF RAMADARN, the team supported 5,000 families
with GROCERIES AND FRUITS. Moreover, they also supported 53 KIDS with CEREBRAL PALSY
through 184 ONLINE PYSIOTHERAPY SESSIONS during the lockdown.

Taking Kindness beyond boundaries- Mukul Madhav Foundation has also pledged to provide

nutritious meals, and been doing so since the first week of May, to 30 NHS Frontline Warriors at the

Morth Middlesex University Hospital, U.K.
